HiSTORY IN THE MAKING

ith a past as diverse as it is storied, Literary Hall is described in the National Register as “The
oldest of three social buildings in the Newville Historic District...a prominent Greek Revival
building...constructed as a cultural, social, and educational public building...used by the
precursor of Shippensburg University as well as for community activities.” Over the years, this distinctive

building has also served as a normal school, a performing arts house, an opera house, a church, and a
motion picture theater! Most historically significant has been the structure’s role as the community’s

principal meeting and entertaining space from the time of its construction in 1854 by the Big Spring Literary
Institute through the early 20" century.

Listed as a contributing resource in the National Register nomination for the Newville Historic District, St.
Paul Lutheran Church was constructed in 1900-1901 after having rented space in Literary Hall since 1879.

The cornerstone for this exquisite Gothic Revival style church was laid on June 24, 1900 with a total cost for
the building and its furnishings of 510,000.

Today Literary Hall and Olde St. Paul’s are reborn as part of the Apartments at Newville Towne Centre, a

project that is destined to return these elegant properties to their original resplendence and prominence in
the community.
